Aim to provide answers that are clear,
concise and well-organized. 

Make sure that you take the time to
check your spelling and grammar.

Think outside the box! Try to provide
original thoughts and perspectives. 

Feel free to be creative in how you
answer the questions.

Try to give answers that are both
thoughtful and relevant. 

It’s also a good idea to include your
own personal experiences.

Your attendance rate with
CanU Experiences (either as
a Participant or Volunteer).

Whether or not you’ve
applied for and received a
Lead Award in the past. 

The number of years you’ve
been involved with CanU

and your level of
engagement throughout. 

Positive recommendations
from people in your

community.

There’s only a limited amount of Lead Awards for each Category (Explore, Discover/Aspire, Rise and University) and not
every applicant will receive one. 

It’s important to put your best effort into your Application and make sure to keep the points listed above in your mind.
